The
rent for a family of four that makes up to
$45,100 per year will be $855 per month.

An additional seven umts will be' rented to

households earning up to 100- percent of
the area median income.

According to some Sharon residents, the
lack of affordable housing options has
played a major fole in rendering the town

this year for the first time and said

inaccessible to Jews who might otherwise
move there. And some synagogues in
Sharon have been hit hard by the ‘changes
in demographics in the town.-

At Temple Israel, one of seven temples
in Sharon, nursery school enrollment has
decreased by almost 40 percent in the
past decade, and they are now down to 60
children, said Lisa Kntz
school director. ’

“I think it’s been a demographlc shift
away from this area,” said Kritz. “In the mid-
1990s, the Sharon community was seeing a
lot of new housing and an influx of profes-
sionals and new families. Those houses are
not nirning over now, and there’s very little
available for a family to come in.”

“Young people, either singles or young cou-
ples, as they want to leave the city and move
to the suburbs, they can’t afford it anymore.”
